Spay and neuter your pets. Neutering your male 
cat completely eliminates the risk of testicular 
cancer. It also eliminates his exposure to any 
diseases a female cat may be carrying. Female 
spays totally eliminate any female cancers also. 
Your cat is healthier when sterilized.
