Did You Know? According to FOHOWV, 
Federation of Hum ne Organizations of WV, our 
state shelters take in 102,000 dogs and cats each 
year and we euthanize 75% of them! That's 3 out 
of 4! 

WV had over 150,000 puppies and kittens born 
last year! That means we killed 112,500 of them. 

The average cost to pick up, house, feed and 
euthanize an animal is $50, costing WV taxpayers 
$3 million dollars annually. I don't know about 
you but I think this money should be spent 
sterilizing???? 

Of the animals put to death in WV, 87% are placed 
in landfills, with the remaining 13% incinerated or 
sent to rendering companies (meat-packing 
companies). 

Sorry for the hard facts but as a taxpayer you 
have a right to know where your money goes. 
Only we can change the State of WV to an animal 
friendLy state. Contact your representatives and 
tell them to spend your money saving lives, not 
killing them and that we need a low-cost or free 
spay/neuter facility or special funding for our 
participating veterinarians!
